This year, the meeting will be held in Coral Springs on November
14 and 15. The main item on the agenda is the report from the State
Board of Missions concerning the Great Commission Resurgence rec-
ommendation that was approved at the 2010 annual meeting. In es-
sence, the Southern Baptist Convention, and many state conventions,
are investigating how to best divide Cooperative Program Funds to
best reach the world for Christ. The heart of the matter is an attempt
to move toward retaining 50% of CP funds in Florida and forwarding
the other 50% to the national level. In the past, Florida has retained a
higher percentage than it has sent to the Southern Baptist Conven-
tion. Proponents of this move believe it will increase funding to the
International Mission Board and spread the kingdom. Others are con-
cerned that increasing funds for world missions may hinder what is
being done locally. This continues to be an important discussion, one
with valid concerns from each perspective. Please pray for wisdom for
the Florida Baptist Convention leaders and the participants at the con-
vention.
